Course description:
The young believer will be equipped with reliable information, based purely on the Qur'an and Sunnah, about the tenets of Islam as well as introduce him to some of the fundamental fields of learning, like the sciences of 'Aqidah, Haddith, Tafsir, and Fiqh.  
The curriculum expounds upon the basic understanding of Tawheed (Islamic monotheism), Tafsir (explanation of the Qur'an), Haddith (the teachings of the Prophet, peace be upon him) and Fiqh (Islamic Law) while focusing on these four areas of Islamic knowledge: Aqidah, Tafsir, Haddith and Fiqh and presenting them in simple language. It is also suitable for new-Muslims and adults seeking an easy explanation of the basic areas of Islamic disciplines. It instills in the reader the understanding of the uniqueness of the Islamic concept of God and clarifying how Islam is built upon clear, logical principles. 
By studying the curriculum, one becomes acutely aware of some of his basic rights and obligations as a Muslim and finds their relevance in his everyday life. 
 
Assessment:
In order to determine whether this course is meeting its above-stated objectives, a variety of classroom assessment techniques will be used. These may include, but are not limited to, “objective” questions regarding the comprehension of the material presented in class, essay exams, oral exams, discussions, analysis and presentation of case studies, and student peer and self-evaluations. These assessments fulfill two purposes. First, they help the students and the instructor determine how well they are acquiring factual information in the class; and second, these assessment instruments will assist the instructor in improving this course.
